The Ethical Dilemma

This week we have discussed the Director’s
Call, what to do when the Director arrives at
your table and the ultimate appeal... the
Committee. There is, however, one more thing
we need to discuss when it comes to
irregularities. Remember, we all make them
and sometime we have to be proactive to
prevent an irregularity from occurring.

First of all, a little story: One evening, playing
with a pickup partner, we came to a place where
| sat to the left of Dummy and I held the King to
three trump. Because it had been a transfer
auction, | hoped the Ace would be in Dummy
and when Dummy came down, the trumps on
the table were AQJXX. | was guaranteed a
trump trick and maybe more if | played right.
Well, Declarer got to his hand and led a trump
towards Dummy. My partner fidgeted and
hesitated and played a low trump. Declarer
finessed. | ducked. Declarer got back to his
hand and led another trump. Partner again
fidgeted and played his last low trump.

Declarer finessed again and once again |
ducked. Then Declarer played the Ace and my
King fell under it. My partner was incensed.
“Why didn’t you take your King?” he seethed.
“Well,” | said, “you were so torn when you had
to play that I thought you had it.” I refused to
take advantage of his table tactics even though it
made absolutely no difference. 1 do not want to
ever need to win that badly.

When you have unauthorized information that
will lead you to a winning play, you should
normally do anything BUT that winning play
just to ensure you are ethically clear, but NOT
ALWAYS. Playing in a team game one day,
our partners (a lawyer and his wife from Ohio)
faced a dilemma. At our table, my left hand
opponent had bid four Hearts and my partner
bid a clear sacrifice of 5 Clubs. My right hand
opponent passed in tempo and | passed so left
hand opponent bid 5 Hearts which made. Same
hand at the other table things went a little
differently. 4 Hearts and 5 Clubs were the
same, but then our other partner (the wife as it
turned out) sat and thought for some time before
passing. When the bid got back to her husband,
he desperately wanted to bid 5 Hearts but felt he
was ethically barred since his partner had
paused for so long. He passed. 5 Clubs went
down two tricks not doubled and that was the
difference in the match.

After the dust had settled, our partner took his
hand over to a Director and asked what he
should have done. The Director said he didn’t
care how long his partner had hesitated, 5
Hearts was clearly called for. He was so
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apologetic but I assured him that | would never act that way. If the Director ultimately rules

criticize a person for making an ethical decision. against you, well, so be it.
What could be better than losing a match
because your partner was an ethical... It is after all, just a game © Have fun with it.
