Now We Have Hands 
 
Today is, it appears, the day for everybody 
making up for lost time.  No interesting hands 
all week and then one hand late Friday and for 
today, two more.  Given that bridge players all 
took their handwriting courses from the same 
school as doctors, there may be some errors 
here, but I am doing my best to translate the 
hieroglyphics. 
 
The first comes from the Saturday afternoon 
match point games.  This was hand 30 on the 
hand record which looks like this:

The bidding: E S W N 
  4♠ P 4NT P 
  5♣ P 6♠ X 
  All Pass 
 

According to Alvin Baragar from Edmonton, 
the play went as follows: 
 
1. South leads the 7 of Hearts which goes Ace, 

6, 2. 
2. 2 of Trump off the table, 9 by North, 10 

covers and South shows out. 
3. East’s 6 of Clubs is played and finessed 

which holds. 
4. The Ace of Clubs is then played, discarding 

the Queen of Hearts. 
5. The Heart 5 is played to King and ruff. 
6. Now the Queen of Diamonds is played and 

overtaken by the Ace. 
7. Next you play the now boss Jack of Hearts 

which is ruffed with the Queen and Declarer 
sluffs the Jack of Diamonds.  

8. Anything that North plays is ruffed, the Ace 
of Spades takes out the last of North’s 
Trump and the hand is now cold. 

 
Alvin submits that this was a tale of masterful 
play.  While I do not question that it was well 
played by Declarer, I would suggest that it was a 
lucky make - the only line that might work 
made necessary by questionable partnership 
agreements or unbelievable optimism by West.  
Had even one card been differently placed - put 
one Spade honour in the South hand… put the 
King of Clubs in the North hand… put a third 
Heart in the North hand, etc. etc. etc. - the result 
would have been disaster.  But, interesting hand 
and line of play anyway. 
 
The other story came from Cam Doner, the 
Vancouver based pro, playing in, I believe, the 
Morning Knockout Finals on Saturday morning. 
 
As nearly as I can make out the notes, the N-S 
hands were: 
 
KJ96  A532 
K  -- 
K98xxx AJTx 
Ax  QJT8x 
 
The auction goes like this: 
 
N E S W 
1♦ 1♥ X 3♥ 
3♠ 5♥ 6♠ All Pass 
 
Yes, 6♦is easier.  It is cold on any lead barring a 
3-0 break in Diamonds and playing from the 
wrong hand first.  On the actual play, declarer 
ruffed the A♥, cashed the A♠ and played Spade 
to the 9!  If it lost, he could win the return and 
pull Trump, falling back on the Club hook.  This 
was young Tom Walsh from Saskatoon.  Watch 
for him to do great things. 
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In the lay of the hand, Spades were 4-1 and the 
Club was offside.   
 
Note:  Cam does not pass out bouquets easily, 
Tom.  You should be proud that your play is 
noticed by one of the finest players in the room.
