Medical Precision at the Table

more considered THE standard for organization
and hospitality), comes the following cute story
(likely fictional). Since it pokes a little fun at
our collective experience in trying to explain the
game to someone who knows nothing of it, |
thought it worthy of inclusion here for your
entertainment this morning:

It seems a doctor, playing in a tournament, was
called away to deal with a medical emergency.
Since there was still one board to play, they
found a kibitzer to fill in. Since the kibitzer
knew nothing of the game they advised him to

was sitting South and the auction proceeded as
follows:

On the play of the hand, West led the King of
Spades (and who would not). Declarer took the
Ace of Spades, cashed the Ace and King of
Ttrump, went to his hand on the Ace of Clubs
and ran off five more Diamonds. On the last

Diamond, West was hopelessly squeezed (in
Hearts and Spades) and let a Heart go (saving
his Queen of Spades over the Jack of Spades).
Declarer went to his hand on a Heart and ran the
Heart suit, making his doubled contract. When
the opponents saw the Declarer’s hand, they
called the Director who, of course, asked for an
explanation of the bidding. Declarer simply
said, “Well, I was told to bid what I have and
then follow suit. As you can see, | have One
Club, Two Spades, Three Hearts, and Seven
Diamonds... so that is what | bid.

Three things come to mind. First of all, that
would be the fix for the ages. Secondly, Marty
Bergen would love this hand since it points out
only too well, his adage,”Points, Schmoints”.
And finally, one of my favorite sayings:
“Simple Game!”

And you think the Director’s job is an easy one!
How would you rule on this incident? I am
guessing all the Director could say is no
adjustment. Declarer did exactly as he had been
told.

The Appeals Committee

Sometimes as you gain experience in our game,
you will come across a Director’s ruling that
you feel has knocked your team out of
contention and you feel the ruling was wrong.
First of all, do not take the attitude that the
Director had it out for you or favoured the other
team. Directors make mistakes like the rest of
us. More often than not, for some reason, the
Director did not take all the facts into account...
possibly because you didn’t express them all
that well or because in the confusion on the
floor and with three Director calls one right after
another, the Director got a little distracted. But,
in that event, there is a final arbiter. We have a
structure called an appeals committee.

Appeals committees are quite rare and normally
occur more frequently when there are big stakes
involved. If you are in line to represent your
District in a National event and what you feel is
an unfair ruling takes you out of contention, you
might just want to ask for a committee. Before
we get into the mechanics, you should know
that likely less than one appeal in ten is
upheld... and it is cumbersome and time
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consuming. Just know that the appeal is always
an alternative if you feel you have had a bad
call. This is close to the instant replay in
hockey or football and, in that, there is another
similarity. If the video judges cannot clearly see
the truth of the situation, they always rule with
the referee. Same thing here. If the committee
cannot sort out the facts, they always go with
the Director.

You start the committee procedure by going to
the Director- in-charge and asking for a
committee relating to a particular Director’s
decision. The DIC may ask you to explain the
situation and may move to change the ruling
him/herself even without a committee (which
might cause the other side to call for a
committee). If a committee needs to be called,
the DIC looks for several advanced players in
the room and will ask them to sit as a
committee. After the game is scored, the
winners are provisionally named, and everybody
else had gone for a beer and a slice of pizza,
you, your partner, and the other pair at the table
are asked to fill out a form explaining your side

of the case. Then the committee meets, reviews
the written submissions and has both sides,
either alone or together, come in to answer
questions. Then the committee will confer with
each other using the Director-in-charge as an
expert, and they will render a decision.

This decision is final and may not be appealed
to anybody. Itis over. | have seen large
national tournaments with tens of thousands of
tables over 10 days with less than a dozen
appeals and not one upheld. Itis a very
cumbersome process that is seldom worth the
effort, although 1 must admit to being successful
in one appeal I made. | was also unsuccessful in
three others (one that I made and the other two
made by the other team).

On Friday, we will discuss what you should do
if you are faced with a potential ethical dilemma
during bidding or play, keeping the role of the
Directors in mind.
