So, the Director Has Been Called

On Monday we discussed why nobody should
fear or feel embarrassed by a Director Call. But
what do you to do when the Director arrives at
your table? First of all, when the Director
arrives, he or she is now IN CHARGE. The
Director will ask some questions to get the facts
of the situation clear in his or her mind. Often,
everybody wants to talk at the same time and
nobody can understand a thing. Usually, the
person who called the Director will explain the
irregularity as they perceived it. It may be a
clear revoke or it may be a matter of an
unusually long hesitation which is a very
subjective thing.

Now, if everybody agrees with the facts of the
event as first described, it is a fairly simple
matter to resolve. The Director may want to
refer to the rules book which they all carry, or
the rule might be self evident. The Director
may need to take one or more people away from
the table to get their view or even their mindset.
The Director may want to look carefully at the
entire deal to see if something like a hesitation
might have been justified given a tricky
decision. The Director in a big tournament like
this one might even want to take the decision

back to the head Director or even a selection of
his colleagues to see what they think is fair.

When there is a difference of opinion about the
facts, it gets trickier. When that occurs, it is
important for players to wait until recognized
and then clearly and simply explain, from their
perspective, what had happened. It may be as
simple as one person saying a card had been
placed on the table out of turn while someone
else feels that the card had dropped out of the
player’s hand by accident. It may not make a
difference... but it might.

Once a ruling has been made, you must live
with it... at least for the moment. If you
violently disagree and feel that your team has
been materially harmed by the ruling, you can
always ask for a committee. More on appeals
committees in Thursday’s bulletin.
